Psalm 13:5 -

5 But I have trusted in Your 

lovingkindness; my heart shall 

rejoice in Your salvation.



Psalm 31:7a -

7 I will rejoice and be glad in 

Your lovingkindness, because 

You have seen my affliction;



Psalm 32:11 -

11 Be glad in the LORD and 

rejoice, you righteous ones;

and shout for joy, all you who 

are upright in heart.



Psalm 33:21 -

21 For our heart rejoices in Him,

because we trust in His holy 

name.



Psalm 35:9 -

9 And my soul shall rejoice in 

the LORD; it shall exult in His 

salvation.



Psalm 40:16 -

16 Let all who seek You rejoice 

and be glad in You; let those 

who love Your salvation say 

continually, “The LORD be 

magnified!”



Psalm 96:11a -

11 Let the heavens be glad, and 

let the earth rejoice; let the 

sea roar,



Psalm 118:24 -

24 This is the day which the 

LORD has made; let us rejoice 

and be glad in it.



Psalm 119:162a -

162 I rejoice at Your word,

5 For His anger is but for a moment, 

His favor is for a lifetime; weeping 

may last for the night, but a shout 

of joy comes in the morning.
